The City of Girard Council Meeting was called to order at 6:30 P.M. by Mayor Kurt Ziegler, 
City Clerk, Debra Smith, calling roll to determine quorum present.  The following council 
members answered roll:  Sheldon DeLange, 1st Ward; Kelly Peak, 2nd Ward; and Danny 
Murray, 3rd Ward; and Mike West, 4th Ward.  There was a quorum present. 
 
Also present were City Administrator, Chris Weiner and City Attorney, Richard D. 
Loffswold, Jr. 
 
A prayer was given by DeLange. 
 
The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mayor Ziegler and recited by all. 
 
A motion by Murray, seconded by DeLange, approve the agenda of May 16th as 
presented.  Motion carried. 
 
A motion by Peak, seconded by Murray, accept the consent agenda as presented.  Motion 
carried. 
 
Carolyn Zagonel, representing Thursday Night on the Square asked council to help 
sponsor an evening for $350.  After discussion council agreed to $500 for the cause 
supporting it with a motion by DeLange, seconded by Murray, approve $500 to Celebrate 
Girard for a sponsorship of Thursdays on the Square.  Motion carried. 
 
Sandy Hallacy with the Raymond Community Home was present to request council to 
consider new constitution and by-laws increasing three-member board to five members.  
No action was taken by council. 
 
Motion by West, seconded by Murray, approve purchase request by the energy 
production division to T&R Electric for the purchase of transformers at a cost of 
$22,722.00.  Motion carried. 
 
Motion by DeLange, seconded by Peak, approve hiring seasonal employee Aaron Boore 
to the Girard Golf Club House at $8.50 per hour, effective May 17, 2016.  Motion carried. 
 
Motion by Murray, seconded by Peak, hire seasonal lifeguards as presented by Pool 
Manager, Rob Adolph, at the salary of minimum wage per hour and the head life guard 
at the rate of $7.50 per hour, beginning May 27th, 2016.  Motion carried.  (**Noting names

Motion by DeLange, seconded by West, accept recommendations of new swimming pool 
rates and opening day of May 27th, 2016.  Aye- DeLange, Peak, West.  Nay- Murray.  
Motion carried. 
 
Motion by Peak, seconded by West, approve increase of pay rate for Chad Pruitt from 
$12.00 per hour to $12.50 per hour, effective May 17th, 2016. 
 
Council scheduled a workshop on June 1st, 2016 at 6:00 to hear presentations of the 
comprehensive plans from PEC and Foster Design. 
 
Motion by Peak, seconded by DeLange, approve payment for Goins Enterprises and 
accept Goins Enterprises contract portion of the water project as complete with a payment 
of $107,213.34.  Motion carried. 
 
Council asked Clerk to insure the 2 collectors and 6 repeaters on city insurance now that 
Goins portion has been accepted. 
 
Motion by DeLange, seconded by Peak, approve Bob Yaeger as employee of the month.  
Motion carried. 
 
At 8:14 P.M. the meeting was called into executive session for Attorney/Client Privileges 
for 10 minutes, to include Mayor, Council, City Administrator and City Attorney, on a 
motion by Murray, seconded by DeLange.  Motion carried.
